Useful options for the analysis
of pipe piles have been added, and the pro-
gram now optimizes the way it treats founda-
tions depending on their length. Lastly, the
static load test calculations give the user
more choices. This latest version actively
engages users in the analysis to help them
reach correct results in a short time while pro-
viding more control over the abundant out-
put options which include the capability to
generate graph labels in languages other
than English.
